Our 2019 reading, writing and mathematics data is excellent.

89% of children at St Heliers are eitlaor abovethe NZ curriculum level for their year group in writing
and maths, and 93%t or abovein reading.

The data compeaes most favourably with both national data and data from other decile 10 schools.

2. Learner Agency & Assessment for Learning (AfL)

Learner Agency and AfL are two areas for staff professional learning & development. Both areas focus o
students having a greater understanding of their own metacognitiearner needs andbeing active
participants in the learning process, monitoring aadjusting their progressVhen students know what

they need to learn, where they are with that learning and what their next learning steps are, they can
then be more involved in their learning and can make accelerated rates of achievement. Some of the
metacognitive strategies are:

When Brylee was 6 years old, she was involved in a car accident that resulted in he
left arm beingamputated above the elbow. She spoke about overcoming challenges, life putting a big
mountain in front of you and telling you to climb it, resilience and persistence.

Five key points that Brylee spoke about:

1 Set thebar higher
1 If you want to change the world, start by makiyagur bed
1 Be obsessively grateful
1 Remember others have done it before you and now you can do it too.

Brylee reminded the children thaby living in this beautiful country anattending this amarg school,

We are shown by New Zealanders everyday wha
bravery is and to remember that we are all cheering ym, backing you, and lifting you up; a family of
