Student welbeing has been tocus for staff as children came back to school after almost eight weeks at
home. | am pleased to say that the children have settled back into daily school life extremely well. There
appears to be very little worry among the children about Ca@d Thiss a credit to you for the way you

have talked to your children about the pandemic and preparedness fortmas&hool. It is also a credit

to the staff for the way they have looked after and monitored the wvoeling needs of the children over

the past three weeks. The slight nervousness among a few children was more down to the fact that they
had been at home with their parents for a long period of time and so coming back to school was almost
like starting the school year again.

However, anxieties after soething as significant as Covi® and the subsequent lockdown can surface
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together we will look how we can further support your child.

Insights fom Lockdown

Teachers have begun discussing insights from lockdown based on their personal experiences of distanc
teachingand learning. We will look at what we can learn from those experiences and what we could
possibly integrate into current practicesw that we have returned to faet-face teachingndlearning.
Teachers will also be seeking to get student voice from the children.

Morning drop-offs and afternoon pickups
The new system for drepffs and pickups will continue as we stay in Alert ieé2. Children are to enter
and exit through their respective gates.

From next week, staff wihnly be monitoring the Year-4 gates. Year-B children are to enter through
their gates once the 8.30am bell has rung.

A bonus that class teachers havesebved at morning dropff is the level of independence that the
children are showing in coming into school without a pamamd the smooth and settled start to the school
day. Children are coming into class, unpacking bags and genprapparingthemselhes for learning to
start. This is evident across all year levels and particularly pleasing in junior classes.

Because of the success of this new routine at dvéfgime, we will continue with this until the end of the
term. We will also be surveying amdom selection of parents to get your views on this routine.

Once we move taevel 1 parents will be able tocome onto the school grounds after schot pick up
children. In this way, teachers will be able tea@nnect with parents after school, for tee informal chats
that are an important part of homechool relationships.



Mid-Year Parent Teacher Interviews

Mid-year parentteacher interviews will proceed as usual, but children will not be receiving a written
report because of the eighweekinterruption to regular schooling. It is not possible for teachers to write
detailed reports this mig/ear because teachers have not had enough direct contact with the children and
most of the assessments that would have normally been completed by nowfdion reports have not
occurred.

Teachers will be writing goals for each of their children in reading, writing and mathematics, which will be
given to you and discussed at the interviews.

Another part of the discussion during interviews will focus on &empetencies e.g. managing self,
relating to others and participating &ontributing. These are particularly relevant now that we are back
at school, moving from distance to fateface teaching and learning. Teachers are keen to get your
perspective ohow you think your child coped with distance learning from a key competencies point of
view.
